After the discovery of silverore by fol Schieffelin in 

1877 at Tombstone, many new companies sprangup,and the 
largest combination shh inthe West, and pumps that drew 
1,600,000 gallons of water from the mines daily were install- 
ed to aid inthe extracting ofore from the mines.
